Dear friends,


You are aware that the Direct Action Programme as per the  resolution No. 6 dated 03.01.2007 have been progressing very well in all constituent Units with overwhelming support from our members. Indifferent attitude of the Management is compelling us to intensify the agitational programme immediately after a review of Work to Rule at the end of this month. 

At this juncture, I am to share with you the sorry state of bilateral developments of the last week. ONGC Management has failed to exercise prudence and has ended up playing in the hands of the ‘sold-out’ President, ASTO-CWC without giving cognizance to the impact of the ongoing agitation. In continuation of the mediation efforts by the C&MD, the following steps got instructed to the Director (HR) and ED-Chief (ER) on 15.01.2007 in the presence of Shri L. K. Mirchandani, Shri Amit Kumar, Shri Rajan Pillai and Shri Tapan Dutta.

1.              To initiate a bilateral process in response to the notice we have served vide our meeting at Baroda on 03.01.2007. 

2.              To have appropriate dialogue in the matter of the provisions of ASTO constitution for ensuring internal democracy and representative character of the ASTO-CWC in the context of the scrapping of CWC by Shri S. Goel.

3.              To continue the bilateral process uninhibited through appropriate discussions and efforts for consensus and unity within the Association. 

Matter was communicated to the undersigned on 15.01.2007 and accordingly, Management desired to have meeting at Mumbai between 19.01.2007 to 22.01.2007. But to our dismay, in a sudden twist to the process. However, present President, ASTO- CWC initiated an altogether different course on 16.01.2007 and has sought a meeting of  his own identified ASTO representatives without giving cognizance to the issues and our working committee. Further, in total disrespect to the proceedings of the 15th January meeting and the sentiments of the officers’ community, the IR authorities acting for Sri Sanjay Goel has issued notice for a meeting which have no concurrence from our side and therefore stands out rightly rejected.  

I take this opportunity to reiterate that Sri Sanjay Goel has scrapped his own position as President ASTO-CWC by scrapping the CWC constituted under the CEC resolution dated 30.11.2005. Further Sri Sanjay Goel and his chosen brigade of nominated CWC shall cease to have any recognition whatsoever to Officers’ community till the internal democracy and the life of the Association is restored by calling CEC under the spirit of the resolution dated 30.11.2005. 

As we all know the modified PRBS scheme is being given a go ahead by Sh. Sanjay Goel without giving cognizance to the issues raised by general members. All the issues raised by us are being sidelined by him. All of us are aware that issues related to pay revision are never resolved without agitating and going for direct action. 
Friends, this is an hour that seeks to have deeper resolve on our side to defeat the evil designs under operation to meet a respectful solution for our pending issues and a bilateral process that does not compromise on the dignity of officers. Towards this end we shall strive in the days to come and we shall leave no stone unturned to make this agitation a success. 

I am to convey you all my sincere thanks for the continuing success of our agitation and the solidarity shown. We shall proceed to the next round after the review meeting on or before 31.01.2007 and I am to request vigorous participation by all as well as mass contact with Members to apprise them of the details.
